The innovation is not more than 2 years old at the institution.

The nominees have used innovative approaches, introducing fresh methods, ideas, or 

solutions to harness their collective creativity to forge new paths and achieve results. 

They model clear communication and constructive conflict resolution. They excel in 

maintaining open channels of communication, fostering a respectful and productive 

environment.

Supportive and Empathetic Behavior 

Shows genuine care and concern for the well-being of colleagues; actively listens and 

provides emotional support or encouragement when needed; serves others and is always 

willing to help; inspires and encourages others. 

Creativity and Problem-Solving 

Brings innovative ideas to the table and helps solve problems creatively; encourages others to 

think outside of the box and embrace new approaches.
